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Welcome to 9th Grade Science


As 9th grade science teachers, we need you to be prepared with necessary items when you come to class this fall. The following is a list of materials that you should have with you each day.

MATERIALS

1. NOTEBOOK/BINDER: Each student is expected to have a 3-ring binder that has a binding of at least 2 inches. You will be getting many papers next year and need a place to organize them. This binder will be brought to class every day along with your assigned textbook. 

2. SPIRAL NOTEBOOK/PAPER: A spiral-bound, or loose leaf paper with three punched holes will be required and will go in your binder in your notes.

3. SECTION DIVIDERS: At least 5-7 notebook section dividers will be needed to organize your binder. You will need to organize your binder into sections in order to keep everything organized. Organization is very important in a class that requires so much paperwork!

4. WRITING UTENSIL: Each student needs to bring a pen or pencil to class each day. They will NOT be provided for you. If using a pen, use black or blue ink only. 

5. CALCULATOR: Please have a calculator available to use. Many of our labs and activities require some math computations.

6. OPTIONAL: colored pencils, markers, ruler, hole-punch reinforcement
