  As the classroom teacher, I am legally bound to provide a safe environment for my students.
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  In order to reduce the possibility of injury to students, the following safety rules are incorporated into the science curriculum.
SAFETY RULES
 Please read the following safety rules. 
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  Do NOT touch any lab equipment until you are given instructions.
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  NO horseplay in the science classroom.
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  Wash your hands before and after each laboratory period.  Use the proper sink.
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  NEVER taste, touch, smell, or eat any chemical.  
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  NEVER eat or drink in the science classroom or use the lab equipment as a container for food or drink.
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  Follow the specific rules for each lab investigation.
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  Wave your hand toward your nose over the opening of a test tube or container IF directed to smell the contents.
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  When directed wear aprons tied securely around your back.
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  Long hair must be tied back when conducting a lab investigation.
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  Always wear your goggles unless instructed not to do so.  Goggles MUST be worn for hammering and when using chemicals.
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      NEVER point a test tube at yourself or another person.
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      NEVER look directly into a test tube.

  NEVER use cracked or broken glassware.  Give it to your teacher for replacement.
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  Follow directions for the proper disposal of wastes.  Certain wastes CANNOT go down the drain.
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  Hot glassware looks the same as cool glassware.  Use care when handling hot glassware.
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  Wipe up spilled chemicals with a wet cloth or paper towels.
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  Do NOT use chemicals from unmarked containers.
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  Do NOT perform unauthorized experiments.
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  Use all materials in a conservative way.  Do not waste chemicals, paper towels, water or any other laboratory supplies.
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  During lab, keep your voices LOW!
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  Report any accidents or spills to your teacher immediately! 
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  Show how responsible you are by following these lab rules.  Experiments in science are fun as long as the rules are followed!
