Science Research Project Information Sheet

All science projects must adhere to the following guidelines:

I. No activities that will endanger the student or anyone in the area of the experiment or activity will be allowed.

II. The following items may not be used in a science project:

a. firearms or munitions (including paintballs)

b. explosives, volatile liquids, high voltage equipment, poisonous substances

c. illegal substances

III. No non-human vertebrate studies may be done with the exception of behavioral studies.  All behavioral studies involving non-human vertebrates must complete and attach to the project proposal the “Non-human Vertebrate Permission Form.”  This form is to be filled out by the supervising scientist for the project.  Students can obtain a copy of this form and an explanation of how to complete it from his or her teacher.

IV. Studies involving human subjects should follow the following definition:

No more than minimal risk exists when the probability and magnitude of harm or discomfort anticipated in the research are not greater (in and of themselves) than those ordinary encountered in DAILY LIFE or during the performance of routine or psychological examinations or tests.

V.  For each human subject used in a research project permission form must accompany the experimental design portion of the research proposal. This permission form can be obtained from the teacher.
